Selection Criteria 

Applicants for the Martin S Favero Lectureship Award must meet the following criteria:

1. A recognized expert who has created, delivered, or promoted in the field of disinfection, sterilization and antisepsis. 

2. Evidence of outstanding and significant contribution, demonstrating excellence toward the science of disinfection, sterilization and antisepsis.

3. Reputation for giving a dynamic presentation

4. Must not have received the award in previous years
Application/Nominations

· Nominations are solicited from the membership

· The application includes the criteria for the nominee, exclusion criteria, documents to be submitted, instructions and a deadline date.  

Nomination Deadline

Application Deadline April 15, 2012
Selection Process

· Completed applications are sent to the APIC Headquarters Attn: Martin Favero Lectureship Award.  Applications received after the deadline will not be considered.

· The application consists of:

· The completed application form.

· A current curriculum vitae that includes research activities, publications, local, regional and national activities relevant to the subject of disinfection, sterilization and antisepsis.

· The nominator’s written explanation for choosing the candidate.

· Three professional references. Each must include name, title, address, phone number and email address, if available. 

· The NAC Co-Chair responsible for the Awards function assembles a team of at least three (3) persons from NAC to serve as the selection committee for this award.

· The NAC staff liaison assigns a number to each applicant and distributes the applications to the selection committee along with the scoring guidelines. 

· The selection committee reviews the applications and proceeds with reference contacts, using the pre-established criteria and scoring guidelines.

· The winning nominee is submitted to the BOD for approval 
Award Process:

· Notifications:

· After approval, the winner is notified by both phone and mail of the decision by the APIC President.

· The NAC staff liaison will notify Martin S Favero and the Advanced Sterilization Products representative of the winner.

· All applicants are sent a letter acknowledging their consideration for the award.  

· The person nominating the winner is sent a letter notifying them that their nominee won and thanking them for their efforts.

· The winner is invited to attend the Awards Reception held at the APIC Annual Conference, where the $5000 check is given. 
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
